2.     The NLSD #113 Student Games encourage the on-going development of in-school programs and 

curriculum.

Charlebois Community School Expectations 
 

1. We ask that you treat all people with respect.   We expect we will have many children around and 

we would like all people (staff, students, participants, and spectators) to use respectful language at 

all times (no swearing, no trash talk, no bullying); we also encourage the use manners at all times. 

 

2. Northern Lights #113 Junior Games and Cultural Festival is a tobacco free event.    We ask all 

visitors and students not to use tobacco products in the school, on school property, or at other 

events.  Use of tobacco products by participants will be referred to discipline committee.   

 

3. We do not allow bandanas or hats in school and we ask that our visitors not wear bandanas while 

competing or while at an event. 

 

4. Only indoor shoes are to be worn in the gymnasiums. 

 

5. Please put your garbage in garbage cans provided. 

 

6. Respect school property. 

 

7. Respect the property of others. 

 

8. If you make a mess, please clean it up. 

 

9. We recycle cans and bottles.  Please put your empty containers in the collection bins.  Please do 

not put garbage in recycle containers. 

 

10. Identification wrist bands must be worn by all games participants at all times. 

 

11. Athletes are to be in rooms @ 11:00 p.m. for quiet hour.   Lights out should happen by 11:30 p.m. 

Athletes who are out of the rooms after 11:00 are expected to be with a chaperone. 

 

12. Participants will be asked to remain in their own sleeping quarters. Other teams sleeping quarters 

are off-limits to other schools regardless of any invitations given. 
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13. No sexual behaviour, alcohol, or drugs will be tolerated.  Any violation of these will see the 

participant(s) sent home at the expense of the school the student is from.   

Note: Hickeys will be considered as evidence of sexual behaviour. 
 

14. Participants must provide their own grooming/hygiene supplies 

 

15. Please check the message boards at the athleteôs village for messages. 

 

Participants Code of Conduct 
 

1.  Show respect for teammates, opponents, officials and coaches. 

2.  Respect the integrity and judgment of game officials. 

3.  Exhibit fair play, sportsmanship and proper conduct on and off the playing field. 

4.  Maintain a high level of safety awareness. 

5.  Refrain from the use of profanity, vulgarity and other offensive language and gestures. 

6. Adhere to the established rules and standards of the game to be played. 

7.  Respect all equipment and use it safely and appropriately. 

8.  Win with character, lose with dignity. 

 

Chaperone Code of Conduct 
 

1.  The primary function of the Chaperone is to ensure the safety and proper  behaviour of the 

chaperoned participant. Chaperones will be responsible for the chaperoned participant at all times. 

2.  The Chaperone is to be familiar with the code of conduct for participants and be well informed of 

team schedules insuring that participants get to assigned events in a timely manner. 

3.  Uphold Canadian law regarding Drug/ Alcohol/ Tobacco. Chaperones must ensure that 

chaperoned participants refrain from using alcohol or other substances during the span of the 

entire event. 

4.  Ensure that the Chaperoned Participant participates in the games. 

5.  Ensuring that the Chaperoned Participant does not leave the property alone and especially at night. 

6. Chaperones are expected to set a good example and be positive role models for their participants. 

7. Chaperones are expected to attend meetings called by Games organizers. 

8.  Show respect for all players, officials, and coaches 

9.  Chaperones are expected to uphold tobacco expectations when in the company of  students. 

 

These games are being held in the spirit of friendly competition and we believe should be fun for all 

involved including the officials. 

Coaches' Code of Conduct 

Coaches serve a number of important roles: teacher, role model, mentor, guardian and trainer. Good 

coaches are always looking to provide athletes with the mental and physical tools that will equip them to 

learn, to win, and to uphold the spirit of sportsmanship.  

1. Treat each athlete as an individual and help him/her to reach full potential.  

2. Promote fair play and show respect for other teams. Accept both the guidelines and the spirit of 

the rules that define and govern his/her sport.  

3. Provide a safe environment. Check that the equipment and facilities are safe.  
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4. Always lead by example and do not speak foul language.  

5. Avoid any form of harassment towards your athletes.  

6. Attend coaches meetings when called by Games organizers. Coachesô Meetings will be at 10:30 

starting Friday evening. We ask that a maximum of 2 representatives from each team be present to 

allow for adequate supervision of students in their dorm areas. 

Dispute Resolution - Policy 
 

Any dispute that occurs regarding the officiating of an event and/or Assignment of medals which may 

result in awards presentation must adhere to the following procedures. 

 

1. The coach must address the concern with the Head Official of that event within 30 minutes of the 

completion of the competition. 

2. If the concern cannot be resolved or be properly addressed through the Head Official of the event, 

then it is the responsibility of the coach to bring a written concern to the attention of the Chief 

Arbitration Team 

3. The Chief Arbitrator will hear the complaint and if unable to resolve the issue with the party 

involved will convene an Investigation through an Arbitration Committee  made up of the Chief 

Arbitrator, an NLSD designate, and one coach or chaperone from a team not involved in the 

complaint.  The panel will hear the complaint and call other parties as necessary to resolve the 

issue. 

4. All facts will be obtained and the Arbitration Committee will make a decision based on the facts 

presented. 

5. All decisions of the Arbitration Committee are final and we ask that all parties involved respect 

the decision with dignity. 

6. Any unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of any coach or team member will be taken into 

consideration when making final decisions. 

 

Dispute Resolution - Discipline Committee 
 

The Discipline Committee will be comprised of the same panel as the dispute resolution committee. This 

committee will review complaints against participant conduct.  They will only act on signed written 

complaints and will seek information from all parties involved prior to making a decision into 

consequences for code of conduct violations.   

 

Violation of the code of conduct may result in: ñDiscipline may range from partial to full suspension of 

Games privileges including removal from competition to complete expulsion from the Games, with the 

return of the participant to their home community at the expense of their school.ò   

 

The participant who comes before the Discipline Committee must always be accompanied by a 

designated chaperone from his/her community during the hearing. 

 

 

Internet Access 
 

Charlebois Community School has high speed wireless internet.   
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Participantôs Village  

Charlebois Community School is where most of the participants will be rooming.  Accommodations will 

also be available in 2 teacherages and 4 Local Housing Authority units if needed.   Each team will have a 

separate classroom for their boys and for their girls.  Breakfast will be served from the Home Ec. Room 

each day.  Lunch and supper meals will be served at the Veteranôs Hall.  A fully stocked canteen will be 

in operation throughout the day at the Charlebois Community School. The meals will be prepared at 

Veteranôs Hall and at the Charlebois Community School Home Economics room.   

Charlebois Community has change rooms and private showers (There is a schedule for shower times.) 

There will be a quiet time from 11:00 to 11:30 prior to lights off in both buildings. 

The majority of furniture in the classrooms will be moved out of the classrooms to give our guests as 

much room as possible. 

Prior to taking possession of the room the team leader will be asked to do a quick inspection of the room 

with a member of the welcoming committee to identify any damage in the room prior to the team taking 

possession of the space. At the end of the games, the room will have an exit inspection done; teams will 

be responsible for any damage to the room.  

Teams will also be given the responsibility of keeping the room clean during their stay.   It is our 

intention to allow no access to rooms except for the visiting team during the games; staff will not enter 

the rooms unless accompanied by one of the team chaperones.   This should guarantee the security of the 

private possessions brought by visiting teams. 

Teams will be asked to remove the garbage each morning, sweep floors as necessary, and wipe surfaces 

such as doorknobs daily.  Cleaning supplies will be available to the teams.

The Main Games Headquarters will be located in the library of the Charlebois Community School.   The 

Library will have the master schedule in it and will be used for discipline committee meetings if 

necessary.
